Step 1: On the back of this sheet you will find a Cartesian Plane. Draw a figure (design) of your choice. Make sure you include some discrete points in your drawing.

Step 2: Set your Mirra any where on the Plane, making sure your design is entirely on your side of the Mirra. Draw the mirror line.

Step 3: Trace the image of your design.

Step 4: Draw the lines which connect the discrete points. Measure the length on both sides of the mirror line.

Step 5: Using a protractor, measure the angles formed by the mirror line and the connecting lines.

Math Note: The Mirror line is The Line Of Reflection. It is also the Perpendicular Bisector of the connecting lines.
