Your student has just completed a module involving statistics.  Hopefully you were able to see many of the fun and interesting problems in the unit.  Hopefully students will now be able to better interpret the data they are confronted with on a daily basis. 


Your student will be starting a module called What are My Child’s Chances?. This chapter involves a great deal of Probability.  It was developed especially to help students better understand the concepts of experimental probabilities, tree diagrams, sample spaces, theoretical probabilities, formulas for determining the probability of two or more events, and complementary, independent, dependent and mutually exclusive events.  We will be working in this chapter for approximately 2 1/2 weeks.  Please be aware that a variety of homework activities will be coming home, usually on a daily basis. 

As parents/guardians, you may help by encouraging your student.  Support your student by asking what he or she is working on in mathematics class; ask to see his or her homework.  You do not need to understand the mathematics to know if your student has completed the assignment.  By asking, not only will you find out what we are doing but, in order to answer your question, your student will have to think about and review the material learned in class that day.  You may help your student with the mathematics if you feel comfortable doing so, but please be sure he or she understands any special techniques you use.  A few sample problems illustrating the mathematical concepts are included on the backside of this letter should you wish to refresh you own memories.
