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Dear Parent/Guardian,

Students will be starting a module called Crazy Cartoons. Students will create a cartoon character called Skip to explore transformations in a plane, including dilations, translations, rotations, reflections, and composite transformations. They will write matrices for dilations, translations, rotations, and reflections centered at the origin. They will also use matrix equations to transform geometric figures on the Cartesian plane. The students will develop the distance formula in this module. We will spend about three weeks on this module.

Please be aware that a variety of homework activities will be coming home, usually on a daily basis. Your student will be receiving a list of all assignments for each chapter at least a week in advance so he or she can adequately plan his or her time. 


As parents/guardians, you may help by encouraging your student.  Support your student by asking what he or she is working on in mathematics class; ask to see his or her homework.  You do not need to understand the mathematics to know if your student has completed the assignment.  Not only will you find out what we are doing, but also in answering your question your student will have to do some thinking and reviewing of the material.  You may help your student with the mathematics if you feel comfortable doing so, but please be sure he or she understands any special techniques you use.  A few sample problems are included on the backside of this letter should you wish to refresh you own memory.
